Introduction

This Quick Start Guidegives you all the information you
need to quickly launch and start using Interact.

Although we strive to make this software intuitive,
translations go smoother for an experienced user.

Please refer to the /nteract User Guide for more detail
about every aspect of the application.

Glossary

ASR - Automatic Speech Recognition- the computer
program that translates your speech into text.

TTS - Text To Speech- the computer program th at
translates text into speech.

User Configuration is a container to hold your
translation settings, that is, all the information on the
Configure screen (Voice Profiles, Voice Synthesis, Log
settings, etc.)

Voice Profile is a computer representation of
someone's voice. This includes microphone settings as
well as the characteristics of each voice.

Install

1 If you have a previous version of Interact installed,
uninstall it.

2 Insert the disc. If it doesn't start automatically, open
the disc in Explore view and click setup.exe.

3 Plug in the microphone - (If you need help, see
Setting Up Your Microphonein the Getting Started
chapter of the User Guide)

4 Configure the Control Panel -> Sounds and
Audio Devices -> Audio tab
a. Unselect "Useonly default devices" checkbox.
b. Select the Sound playback device to beyour

computer's internal sound card (e.g. " Creative
Sound Blaster PCI") regardless of your
microphone choice.

c. Select the Sound recording device to be:

i. Your USB choice(e.g. "C-Media USB
Headphone Set") if you are using a hand-
held USB microphone;

ii. Your computer's internal sound card (e.g.
"Creative Sound Blaster PCI) if you are using
a headset microphone.

d. Ifyou need help, see Troubleshooting Devicesin
the Getting Started chapter of the User Guide.
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Launch

License - SpeechGear's licensing system requires
Internet connectivity -- for either a purchased copy or
a trial version. An Internet connection is only needed
temporarily to initialize the license. It is not required in
order to run the software.

When the application is run for the first time, you will
see a License Status dialog:

All communication is initiated from your computer
and communicates over TCP port #80 with a
standard XML Web Service.

Listening for English...

This only
happens when you have just launched
Interact. Subsequenttimes will be faster.)

Composer

1 Composer is an application that allows you to
edit your Translation Memory (TM) database.
This is a feature of Interact for the advanced
user. Please read the Translation Options
section of the Configuration chapter of the
Interact User Guide to explain TMs.

1 Launch and license Interact first before you
launch Composer. Composer is then
automatically licensed.

After training a Chinese Voice Profile:

Change the Locale and Display Language
back to English and launch Interact.

In Interact, navigate to the Configure screen
and the Speech Recognition tab.

In the Chinese (lower) p art of the screen, select
the Voice Profile that the Chinese user just
trained.

Save this Voice Profile setting in your User
Configuration by clicking Save under the User
icon.

Note: These instructions are only for the Chinese
Voice Profile. See the Interact User Guide for help
to create and train an English Voice Profile.
